Webelos Den 1 found
themselves 220 feet below
the surface of the earth and
1% miles deep into total
darkness.

rock ceiling up. They would drill holes all the

The drill was the size of a
bulldozer that ran on diesel
fuel. There is about 80 feet
from the floor to the ceiling.
The road in the mine is very
wide because, they haul
huge equipment in and out
at the same time. Since its
underground, it is obvious
that it is cooler than the
surface temperature. It is 57 degrees all year
round. Doesndt that

fans to push 200 cubic yards of air through the
mine per minute. For safety reasons everyone
is required to have a pocket size oxygen filter,
hard helmet, and flashlight at all times. The
pocket size oxygen filter lasts up to one hour.
